FINRA

The Financial Industry Regulatory Authority (FINRA), is the largest non-governmental regulator for all securities firms doing business in the United States. All told, FINRA oversees nearly 5,000 brokerage firms, about 174,000 branch offices and approximately 676,000 registered securities representatives.

During 2008, FINRA fostered a grant to the Orlando Public Library to work with Rollins College and the Crummer Graduate School of Business to design Spanish-language savings and investment seminars for the Orlando Hispanic community. 

The twice-weekly presentations will run from mid-January through the end of February 2009 and volunteer students will make a substantial commitment of their time and talent to design and deliver such programs.  Faculty over site will be present as well.

We will divide the curriculum into three parts – basic, intermediate and advanced savings and investment seminars with a different two-student team presenting each part. All presentations will be made in Spanish.
