Gender and Diversity Issues in the Workplace

Gender and Diversity Issues in the Workplace explores how contemporary attitudes toward diversity influence work and business relationships.  The demographic composition of the workforce has changed dramatically, so that within American organizations, employees often interact with people of dissimilar backgrounds.  Diversity based on gender, race, ethnicity and national origin, as well as differences based on religion and sexual orientation are examined.  Federal and state law prohibits discrimination based on these characteristics of individuals; the requirements of Title VII and the NJLAD are addressed.

The class meets on one weekend in November and the first weekend of December.  The class uses an experiential approach, and lunch is held at local ethnic restaurants.
