Course Objectives: Explore social and cultural effects of international financial accounting and standard setting. Sociological measures of cultural differences causing accounting diversity are explored leading to an understanding of the problems of harmonization among countries. Cross-border accounting differences are emphasized such as accounting for foreign currency including forward contracts and financial statement translation. Develop background on social impacts of international taxation and transfer pricing.
