3. Structural Considerations
4. Soils and the Building Site
5. Foundation Materials

7. Residential Light Framing 
Learning Outcomes:
1. A knowledge and appreciation of architectural design and building construction 

2. An understanding of the unique language of construction and blueprints

3. The ability to read and interpret residential blueprints
4. An understanding of the properties of concrete and concrete masonry

5. The ability to identify and select foundation systems predicated on site conditions
6. An understanding of the properties of wood and wood products

7. The ability to identify light frame components
Beyond Grey Pinstripes:  This course is designed to provide students with fundamental knowledge required to function within the construction industry.  While this knowledge is prerequisite to all other Construction Management coursework, we thread through our discussion of the subject matter many issues related to residential construction.  We will explore issues such as community development, sustainability and environmental management as they apply to residential development.  With all content in this course, we will discuss ethical considerations as they come up.
